The meeting will be held in accordance with the FIM international and the SVEMO national rules for Enduro, completed with these Supplementary Regulations, approved by SVEMO, No 70-1021. FIM IMN 490/060, UEM EMN 30/XX. Any financial surplus from the meeting will be used to support the Swedish Enduro sport. 

1. SCHEDULE

Registration from 13.00 to 19.00 at the Starting place Hässleholmsgården at Hässleholm.



The Technical examination will be from 14.00 to 20.00 and the riders meeting at 20.30.

First start of Day 1 at 08.00 (The Hässleholm leg – 5 tests)

Tuesday July 6

First start of Day 2 at 08.00 (The Kristiandstad – Olofström leg – 5 tests)

Wednesday July 7
First start of Day 3 at 08.00 (The Örkelljunga - Markaryd leg – 5 tests)

Thursday July 8

First start of Day 4 at 08.00 (The Helsingborg leg – 5 tests)

6. KIND OF EVENT
International Enduro meeting run over four days on roads of good conditions and with special tests of type of motocross, cross country, hill climbing, car rally road and grass track. The total length of the route will be approx. 1000 km, approx. 250 km each day. The exact length will be announced at the registration.

Every day's route includes 5 - 6 special tests timed by second. The tests will be practicable with off-road motorcycles. The route will be published in a road-book and route-marking signs will only be used if the traffic conditions so require.

7. START and FINISH
The start and finish of each day will be at the Hässleholmsgården, Hovdalavägen 303, Hässleholm. Follow signs from the roads 21, 23, 24 and 117. Lat: N 56º 9’ 8’’, Long: E 13º 44’ 53’’.
The participants will be divided in four starting groups, with rotating starting order, which means different starting time each day. Depending of the number of entries, two or three riders will start every minute. Regrouping of each starting group may be possible. The starting list with the starting time for the next day will be announced at the official notice board at 20.00 every evening.  

15 minutes before the starting time the riders are allowed to move their motorcycles from the closed parking.

8. CLASSES AND LICENCES
Class 1 - Enduro mc, two-stroke, riders born 1971 or later

Class 2 - Enduro mc, two-stroke, riders born 1970 or earlier

Class 3 - Four stroke mc up to 150 kg, riders born 1971 or later

Class 4 - Four stroke mc up to 150 kg, riders born 1961 – 1970
Class 5 – Four stroke mc up to 150 kg, riders born 1960 or earlier

Class 6 - Four stroke mc over 150 kg, riders born 1971 or later
Class 7 – Four stroke mc over 150 kg, riders born 1961 - 1970
Class 6 - Four stroke mc over 150 kg, gentlemen, born 1960 or earlier 

Class 8 - Ladies, irrespective of mc-type.
Class 9 – Veteran motorcycles, air cooled and twin rear dampers.
No class for Quads 2010.

The meeting is open for all riders who are a holder of an Enduro licence, issued by any FMN who is a member of FIM or UEM. Riders from other countries must have the approval from their FMN to take part in the meeting.

9. TEAM COMPETITION
Teams, free composed, consist of max 4 riders, irrespective of class. The 3 best results will be counted. Each rider can only represent one team. The entry of teams will close on Monday July 5 at 07.30. The entry fee for teams is SEK 300: - and shall be paid together with the entry.
10. STARTING FEE
The starting fee for all four days is SEK 2000: -, for three days SEK 1600: -, two days SEK 1400: - and for one day SEK 1200: -. The entry fee from foreign riders can be paid in cash at the administrative registration before the technical administration without any surcharge, to avoid extra costs. -. Entries after the closing date will be charged a supplementary fee of SEK 400: -. Members of the Svensk Enduro Supporterklubb will get a reduction with SEK 100: -. Cost for accommodation and meal, camping- and parking fees is not included in the starting fee. SEK 500:- of the fee goes to development of local Enduro-juniors.
11. ENTRIES
Entries must be made on the official entry form and must have reached the organiser by Wednesday June 16, under the address:

12. NUMBER OF ENTRIES
The meeting may be cancelled if not at least 100 entries are received. The maximum of entries are 300. 

13. WITHDRAWN ENTRY
Withdrawn entry shall be announced as soon as possible by telephone +46 173 321 07, or +46 70-686 75 40 or by telefax +46 173 323 06. When announced before the examination, the starting fee will be paid back with a deduction of SEK 200: - for administration costs.

14. ENTRY CONFIRMATION

No confirmation will send out by post to participants. The entry list and supplemented information will be published at the website www.endurosupport.se soonest after the closing date for entries.
15. REGISTRATION AND RIDERS MEETING

The registration will take place at the starting place, July 4 from 13.00 to 19.00 and the following papers must be presented: Licence for Enduro, Motorcycle driver's licence, Third Party Insurance (Green Card), Confirmation of Entry & Fee paid (if the fees are prepaid). 
Riders Meeting will take place at the starting place July 4 at 20.30. 

Riders who don’t take part in the first day must be present for registration at latest at 18.00 the day before the first day of competition. 

16. TECHNICAL EXAMINATION
The technical examination will take place at the starting place July 4, from 14.00 to 20.00. After the technical examination the motorcycles must be placed in the parc fermé. The riders must attend the technical examination in person together with their motorcycles and present receipt from the registration, registration document and helmet complying with the rules. The motorcycles must have the following equipment at the technical examination and throughout the event: Functioning speedometer, functioning signal horn, functioning head, tail and braking lights, registration number plate, mudguards complying with the rules for Enduro and starting number plates.  Self adhesive back grounds and figures will be for sale at the administrative registration. Roadbook-holder and trip meter are recommended. At the finish of each day, a technical security examination will take place. After the technical control the motorcycles must be placed in the closed parking and locked to prevent from theft. Riders who don't take part in the first day must present his motorcycle for Technical examination at latest at 19.00 the day before the first day of competition.

17. SERVICE and COMPULSORY STOPS
Service is only allowed at assigned places or in connection with replenishment at a replenishment station. No service is allowed at public roads. Every day there will be a compulsory 60 minutes lunch- and service stop. 

During service at the start and finish area, before Technical inspection and before start and before finish every day, an environmental mat is compulsory to be used. After finish each day (except day 4) the motorcycles must be placed in the closed parking and locked to prevent from theft.

19. TIME CHECK PENALTIES AND TIME LIMIT
Early or late arrival at a time check and finish of the day will be penalized by 10 seconds per minute. The riders may arrive at a time check, not later than 60 minutes after their time schedule to be allowed to continue for the day.

For every special test, it will be a maximum time. Riders who don't fulfil the special test within the maximum time will be penalized with the maximum time. Riders, who don’t like to start in a special test, must tell that to the officials at the start or finish of the test. 

Not fulfilled day will be penalized with the sum of the maximum time of not fulfilled special tests plus 30 minutes.

To be allowed to start the next day, the riders must arrive to the final time check of each day not later than 60 minutes after the scheduled arrival time and the motorcycle must be placed in the parc fermé after that. After allowance from the Clerk of the Course, reparation can be allowed in a special area beside the parc fermé. At too late start, every minute will be penalized with 10 seconds. Rider who has not started within 60 minutes after his scheduled starting time is automatically excluded from that day.

To get a result in the final list, the driver must have reached the finish of day 4 not later than 60 minutes after his scheduled arrival time. Riders who withdraw during the meeting shall as soon as possible inform the Clerk of the Course or the secretariat.

Route Checks can be present. The penalty for a missed Route Check is 300 seconds.

20. PRIZES and PRIZE GIVING CEREMONY
All riders who fulfil the meeting will be given memory medal. The best drivers in each class will also be awarded honorary prizes. 

The prize giving ceremony will take place July 8, approx. at 19.00.

21. RESULTS

The results will be published at the official notice board and at the website www.endurosupport.se.
22. RESPONSIBILITY
Competitors take part in the meeting at their own risk. SVEMO, the organizer and the officials will not take any responsibility for damages or injures during the meeting.
